      The University Model School
BACKGROUND

In the summer of 2001 a Durango family was looking for an educational option for their daughter.  They heard about a very successful Christian school based out of Arlington, Texas.  That summer they visited the school to explore the possibility of starting this type of school in Durango.  This school was essentially a new educational model, in which the combination of professional instruction of a classroom teacher and the close involvement and guidance of parents – are combined in a unified program proven to achieve educational success through the college level.  The model is called a University Model School.  The elements of this model – low student/teacher ratios, hands-on learning, a strong work ethic for students, effective curriculum, and a Christian environment -- proved very successful.  After much prayer they were convinced that God had called them to start Grace Preparatory Academy of Durango.  The school started in the fall of 2002 with just ten students and three teachers.

THE UNIVERSITY MODEL SCHOOL


University-model education (UMS) combines a rigorous academic program, co-curricular opportunities and character development to develop the whole child.

· The Academic Program utilizes the best aspects of traditional, full-time public and private schools, as well as home schools, and molds them into one model.  UMS uses a university-style schedule adapted to the junior and senior high levels.  Professional teachers teaching in their areas of expertise conduct central classroom instruction.  Students go to school on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.  Students spend alternate days at home where parents continue their instruction or monitor student progress.  Teachers provide parents with detailed instructions for days spent at home.  Also, UMS caters to a wide variety of student needs by allowing a range of enrollment opportunities.  A student may choose to take only one or two classes, or may opt to take a full academic load.  Much like courses listed in a college catalog, each course description contains information about the course, prerequisites, and parental involvement for that class.  Tuition is paid per course, per semester. (Please refer to the back of this handbook for a more detailed description of the academic program and the courses offered.)
· The Co-Curricular Program gives students an opportunity to pursue and develop special interests, talents, and abilities in addition to academics, including sports, art, speech, and others.  Participation in these activities help motivate students to succeed and provide another avenue for learning important life skills, such as teamwork, relating well to others, work ethic, time management, goal setting, and more.

· Character Development permeates both the academic and co-curricular programs as the school works with the parents to reinforce Christ-like attitude and behavior by helping to encourage, support, and train parents; by reinforcing parental values and expectations while at school; and by enforcing school behavior and discipline based on shared core values.

Admissions Policy and Procedures
Children must be accepted to Grace Preparatory Academy through a formal admissions process. a) Parents must provide Grace Preparatory Academy with a completed application form for each child applying for admission, including academic records, health forms, and other information as specified in the application packet.  Students will not be admitted without complete records.
b) Parents and students must sign a form stating their acknowledgement of our Statement of Faith as an expression of whom we are and what will be taught in the classroom AND expressing their own personal commitment to Jesus Christ.

c) Parents and students must be willing to abide by the school’s rules and regulations as expressed in the handbook or by the administrator.

d) Parents must be committed to providing partnership instruction in the satellite classroom on the days that the child is not attending Grace Preparatory Academy in order to provide quality education in accordance with the laws of the state of Colorado.  Parents are responsible for providing regular structure for completing home assignments, checking assignment sheets and monitoring the student’s completion of these assignments, and helping the student as needed.  Students are strongly discouraged from working or being involved in activities during reasonable school hours on the days that they are not attending Grace Preparatory Academy.

e) The family must be active members of the Body of Christ and regularly attend a Christian church.

f) Parents and students must be committed to the university-model learning experience and Christian environment of Grace Preparatory Academy.  Each student must be willing to adhere to Grace Preparatory Academy’s “Student Code of Conduct,” “Dress Code Policy,” and all other policies.

            g)   No student will be accepted if they have been expelled from another school, they have a juvenile


      record, or have a known history for regular abuse of alcohol, tobacco or drugs.

3. Family Interview
Each family applying for admission will be interviewed in order to verify that Grace Preparatory Academy is the best educational option for your child.  This meeting also enables us to personally answer any questions about Grace Preparatory Academy.  The admissions committee conducts this one-time interview.  Someone will call to arrange the interview once your application has been processed.

CODE OF CONDUCT
The purpose of this Code of Conduct is to promote a Christ-like attitude in the learning environment and to encourage the development of positive Christian relationships among students. We want to ensure a safe, orderly environment that supports learning, achievement, and appropriate, enjoyable social interaction among students and staff. However, we fully expect the students of Grace Preparatory Academy to follow these guidelines on and off campus, striving to represent a positive image at school, at home, and in the community. Therefore, we have set the following guidelines regarding student behavior that should help to build the character qualities and work ethic of every student. The student should use every opportunity at Grace Preparatory Academy to develop and strengthen these qualities.
Even a child is known by his actions, by whether his conduct is pure and right.

Proverbs 20:11

Classroom

The GPAD classroom will be a place of learning where the teacher is able to teach and the student is able to learn. Teachers will strive for consistency and fairness for all students.  

Conduct that disrupts teaching or learning will NOT be tolerated. Students should ALWAYS:

· come to class on time and be prepared with all required materials;

· conduct themselves in an orderly, respectful manner; raising hands to speak, looking at person when they talk;

· make an effort to learn by participating in class activities and following teacher instructions;

· strive to stay on task the entire class period and not engage in activities such as social conversations, grooming, sleeping, or personal note-writing;

· obey all school rules and regulations (both written and verbal); and

· when in violation of these guidelines, comply with the resulting discipline.

Courtesy

Students have the responsibility to respect the rights and property of fellow students, teachers, administrators, and visitors. At all times, adults should be addressed with a title (Mr., Mrs., Coach, etc.). In the same manner, when a student is questioned by an adult, he should respond with either “Yes, Sir” or “No, Sir” or “Yes, Ma'am” or “No, Ma'am.”  Students should treat each other with respect, kindness, and compassion just as God commands us in Matthew 7:12, “So in everything do to others what you would have them do to you”. Harassment or rude behavior by a student will not be tolerated.  Grace Preparatory Academy desires to encourage students to learn to edify one another.

Fighting

Students are not allowed to fight physically or verbally. There should be no horseplay, running, or rough play during or between classes.
CODE OF CONDUCT

(Continued)

Immoral or Illegal Behavior

Students should refrain from any distribution or display of materials which are obscene, libelous, or which advocate the commission of unlawful actions. Students should not be involved in or create an impression of involvement in immoral activities. Tobacco products, non-prescriptive drugs, alcohol, and weapons are not allowed on campus or at a GPAD sponsored event.

Language

Improper or disrespectful speech (e.g., profanity, lying, back-talking, etc.) in the presence of classmates or staff will not be tolerated on campus during or between classes or while involved in other school-related activity.  As GPAD representatives, students should strive to speak in a godly manner on and off campus.  See “Use of the Tongue”.

Public Affection

Students are expected to exercise good judgment when interacting with each other.  Public displays of affection (i.e., handholding, kissing, etc.) will not be permitted on campus or at any school-related activity.

Stealing

Stealing from another student, staff, or the school will not be tolerated. Committing or attempting to commit a theft is considered a serious offense.

Lunch Period

High School students have the right to go off campus for lunch.  Students must have written permission signed by parent/guardian.  When the student leaves campus they must sign out and upon return must sign in.  One lunch tardy will result in a one week suspension from off campus lunch privileges.
School Bus & Van

All buses or vans used for P.E. or field trips will be scheduled by the school and driven by a licensed, safe, and responsible individual authorized by GPAD administration. All students are required to return to school on their assigned bus or van, unless the student's parents have made prior arrangements with a staff member or the administrator. Students must remain seated once the bus is in motion.

Electronic Devices
Students should not bring radios, tape players, computer discs, electronic games or IPods to school for the purpose of entertainment. Tape recorders and laptops may be used in the classroom for academic reasons with the permission of the teacher or administrator.

Pagers, Cell Phones, & Other Telecommunications Devices

Students should not bring radios, tape players, computer discs, electronic games or iPods to school for the purpose of entertainment. Tape recorders and laptops may be used in the classroom for academic reasons with the permission of the teacher or administrator.

Cell phones and ipods are not allowed in the classroom at any time.  Any cell phone, iPod, or MP3 player found in the classroom will be confiscated, and a fee of $25.00 will be charged to retrieve it from the Dean of Character.  Confiscated items will not be returned until the end of the day.  Cell phones can be left in a student’s locker for use after school. High school students have a privilege of using their phones during lunch.  If a student is found in class with their phone, following lunch, the phone will be confiscated, student will be charged $25.00, and they will lose the privilege to use the phone during lunch for a week. 

With special documentation and a teacher referral, students may be issued special use for ipods in specific classrooms with strict guidelines.  See Mrs. Bilgrav or Mrs. Krider for details.

USE OF PROPERTY AND BUILDINGS

Students have the responsibility to be good stewards of the physical resources God provides for our use. Students should actively protect and take care of the school's property and assist the school staff in operating a school that is safe for everyone. Students should demonstrate consideration of others and school property by keeping the facility and grounds clean at all times and by refraining from any action that may cause property damage (e.g., throwing trash on the grounds, leaving trash in the classrooms or lunch area, writing on tables, walls, or other property, sitting or standing on tables or chairs, leaning back in chairs, leaving personal property in the hallways, etc.). 
Students must obey all church rules: 
· Students are not to enter the church balcony, offices or any non-school rooms without permission from a teacher. 
· Students are not to run in the hallways or staircases.
· On Fridays, students are to help in preparing all areas used by the school for Sunday services.
· Students are asked to avoid meals requiring use of the microwave.  Students are to provide their own dishes, bowls and silverware. 

DRESS CODE
Grace Preparatory Academy of Durango dress code is intended to encourage modesty and decency and to minimize the use of clothing as a significant means of establishing identity or social status. As you prepare to explain the reasons behind the dress code to your children, please read the following passages and talk about them together. (1 Tim. 2: 9, 10; James 2: 1-5). GPAD staff may determine the appropriateness of a student’s clothing or hairstyle and may request that any student who is not dressed appropriately be sent home to change.  The administrator may grant exceptions to the dress code if desired for special dress days.

Your beauty should not come from outward adornment, such as braided hair and the wearing of gold jewelry and fine clothes.  Instead, it should be that of your inner self, the unfading beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which has great worth in God’s sight.

1 Peter 3: 3, 4

If you personally disagree with certain specifics of the dress code, feel free to communicate your suggestions to us in writing, but we humbly ask that you defer to the present practice and speak respectfully of these matters in your home.  We ask this for the sake of the Biblical principals they represent and for the peace and order of the learning environment.

Students are required to wear school uniforms while on campus during the school day.  All part-time students are required to wear uniforms.  Dress Uniforms are required for all chapel days.  When on campus for any event and not in uniform (parties, free dress day), students should be dressed in appropriate attire (excluding crop tops, short skirts or shorts, muscle shirts, tight-fitting clothes, etc.).  Students should seek to dress in a modest, Christian manner that represents the school well.

UNIFORM SPECIFICATIONS

The official Grace Preparatory Academy uniform is listed below and required for all students taking academic classes.  All part time students are required to wear uniforms while on the Grace Prep campus. All students leaving campus for another school must change off campus.

Mandatory Wednesday Chapel Dress Uniform (to be worn every Wednesday)

Shirt:
White long or short sleeve knit shirt with logo from Flynn & O’Hara.  Only shirts from this company are acceptable.
Sweater:
 Navy v-neck sweater with white trim and logo from Flynn & O’Hara.


This is the only item students may wear to stay warm in class.  No jackets or sweatshirts allowed.  
Pants:
Girls and boys are to wear khaki pants.  No shorts, capris or jeans are to be worn on chapel days.  Shirts must be tucked in and brown or black dress type belts are to be worn.  No large belt buckles.

(Continued)

Skirt:
Girls may choose the optional khaki skirt from Flynn & O’Hara.  Skirts may be worn no shorter than two inches above the knee.  They may wear white knee socks, cable tights or socks.  This is the only uniform skirt allowed.
Weekday Uniform

Shirts:
Maroon long or short sleeve knit shirt from Flynn & O’Hara. This shirt may be ordered with or without the logo.


White long or short sleeve knit shirt with logo.  All shirts must be ordered from Flynn & O’Hara.
Sweater:
Navy v-neck sweater with white trim and logo from Flynn & O’Hara.  This is the only item students may wear to stay warm in class.  No sweatshirts or jackets allowed.
Pants, Shorts

Capris:
Khaki or blue denim.  Pants, shorts and capri’s must be plain, no rips, embroidery, lace, chains, stripes or designs.  A small design on the back pocket is allowed.  Pants must not be too low, baggy or tight.  Shorts must be longer than a student’s finger tips when placed by their side.  Painter pants are allowed on non chapel days.

Skirt:
Girls may choose the optional khaki skirt from Flynn & O’Hara.  Skirts may be worn no shorter than two inches above the knee.  They may wear white knee socks, cable tights or socks.  This is the only uniform skirt allowed.

Jackets:
Students may wear their own jackets to school. No jackets are allowed to be worn in the classroom.

Shoes:

All students shall wear closed-toe athletic shoes or dress shoes. Shoe laces must be tied.  White 


socks must be worn at all times with dress wear.  Girls may wear white knee socks, ankle socks, 




or peds.  No flip-flops.
Gym Wear:
Navy gym shorts, white T-shirts, good tennis shoes, and socks.  

DRESS CODE

(Continued)
Dress Code Guidelines

· All shirts must be tucked in at all times.  No exceptions!
· All clothes must be neat and clean at the beginning of the day, and may not be torn or excessively wrinkled.
· No clothing shall be excessively tight and form-fitting or excessively loose, or be of an immodest design or style.
· Hair must be kept groomed and clean and may not include bizarre coloring or styles (e.g. hair spiking, bleaching, etc.).  Boys’ hair may not touch the collar of the shirt when the boy is standing, nor include “tails”.  Bangs should be kept above the eyebrows and hair should extend no lower than the top 1/3 of the ear.  Boys may not wear any facial hair, nor may they wear sideburns extending lower than the bottom of the earlobe.
· Boys may not wear earrings or other pierced jewelry.  Girls may wear up to two earrings per ear; no other pierced jewelry allowed.
· No one may wear a tattoo, either temporary or permanent.
· No hats or other head coverings, such as bandannas, may be worn in the building.
· Any article of clothing or item of jewelry deemed to be unusually distracting (due to color, pattern, fit, cut, etc.) is unacceptable for school wear.
